Le 24 mars 2022, la Cour a rendu un arrêt en faveur d’une requête de M. Antoni Wyszyński déposée le 

29 décembre 2011. La Cour lui a octroyé une indemnité pour réparer le préjudice qu’il a subi à raison 

d’une violation de la Convention par al Pologne. Toutefois, étant donné que la Cour a mis plus de dix ans 

à traiter l’affaire, la Pologne l’a informé peu de temps après que M. Antoni Wyszyński était mort en 

2020 ; soit près de deux ans avant le rendu de l’arrêt. La Pologne a donc demandé la révision de l’arrêt.

connaissance de la requête de son père devant la Cour et n’a pas pu la prévenir de sa mort. La Cour 

conclut que l’arrêt du 24 mars 2022 doit être révisé en allouant l’indemnité octroyée à M. Antoni 

Wyszyński à son fils M. Jacek Wyszyński.

Mme Dalvy a effectué une requête à l’encontre de l’intégralité des parties au Conseil de l’Europe (ce qui 

inclut la Fédération de Russie à l’époque des faits pertinents).  

La requérante a travaillé au greffe de la Cour européenne des droits de l’Homme. Elle fait grief aux Etats 

membres du Conseil de l’Europe de ne pas lui avoir garanti, dans le Statut du tribunal administratif du 

Conseil de l’Europe, l’accès à un tribunal impartial. Le tribunal étant composé d’anciens juges de la Cour 

européenne des droits de l’Homme, c’est-à-dire de personnes avec lesquelles elle a travaillé par le passé 

notamment la juge Vajić.  

La Cour reconnait que le tribunal administratif du Conseil de l’Europe ne dispose pas de règles en 

matière de déport des juges mais que ceux-ci ont la possibilité de ne pas siéger lorsqu’ils l’estiment 

nécessaire.  Elle ajoute qu’en l’espèce la requérante n’a pas fourni d’éléments concrets permettant de 

remettre en cause l’impartialité de la juge Vajić. La Cour finit par souligner que les actions du tribunal 

administratif du Conseil de l’Europe ne sont pas imputables aux Etats parties à la Convention. Par 

conséquent, les faits ne se sont pas situés sous la juridiction de l’un d’eux au sens de l’article 1er de la 

Convention.
